Frequently Asked Questions

(Off-Season)

1. How old must a child be to have to wear a wristband? 

-Any child not in the arms of an adult at all times must wear a wristband.

2. Can I just ride around and look at the Resort?  

-Yes, during the off-season. In-season you must be accompanied by a Real Estate Agent or a Corolla Light Resort staff member.

3. Can I park my boat and/or RV in my driveway or do you have parking for these items?  

-You can only park your boat or trailer in the driveway if it will fit under the house. RV parking is not allowed on the Resort. We do not have overflow parking (you will need to make prior arrangements with your real estate company).

4. Can I put my boat in the water at the Resort?  

-We do not have a facility to launch a boat. You may use the public ramp at the Whalehead Club, but it is very shallow and they do not allow boats to be docked overnight.  

5. Do you have a facility for weddings, reception parties, etc.?  

-No. Please contact the Currituck County Department of Travel and Tourism for information regarding weddings (www.visitcurrituck.com). 

6. Do you have wheelchair accessibility to the beach?  

-We have a handicap ramp that goes around the oceanfront pools to the gazebo. There are steps down to the beach at the gazebo. We do have a beach wheelchair for use by our guests on a first come, first serve daily checkout basis. 

7. Are golf carts allowed on the Resort? 

-Segways, gas and electric scooters, golf carts, and similar personal vehicles are not permitted on Corolla Light sidewalks or streets, UNLESS they are licensed by the DMV (with the exception of resort work vehicles).
